GPH lspat Limited (hereinafter referred to as "GPH" or "the company") was incorporated in Bangladesh as a Private

GPH became listed with Dhaka Stock Exchange Limited and Chittagong Stock Exchange Limited during April 2012. The

Nature of Business

The principal activlties of the company are setting up plants for manufacturing and trading of iron products and steel
materials of all kinds or other metallic or allied materials and marketing thereof. The commercial production of the
factory commenced on 21 August 2008.

The financial statements are expressed in Bangladesh Taka (Taka/Tk.) which is both functional currency and reporting
currency of the Company. The figures of financial statements have been rounded off to the nearest Taka.

2.L4 Classification of current and non-current
